FULL TIME: CHINA 2:1 KOREA China are the winners of the 2007 AtaHolding
Champions Challenge here in Baku, Azerbaijan.

KOR are desperately trying to get the ball forward, but CHN are blocking
everything

CHN have the chance to kill the game completely, but FU Bao Rong and TANG
Chun Ling make a mess of it with only the keeper to beat.

SONG Qing Ling shows some nice skills attacking down the left, but KOR deal
with the threat

KOR are piling on the pressure, but CHN do not look like they are going to
crack

** Goal: TANG Chun Ling **
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GAO Li Hua drives into the circle from the right along the back line, before
slipping the ball under her arm for TANG Chun Ling to tap into the goal. She
jumps up and down in delight

SONG Qing Ling returns to the field and is immediately involved in the action

KOR win another PC, which causes a dramatic goal line scramble. Another PC
is awarded, and Seul Ki CHEON tries to flick, but misses the ball completely

The PC is not on target and CHN head forward, but FU Bao Rong is too hasty
in her challenge on defender Hye Sook CHO, and receives a GREEN CARD
from umpire WOOLLEY

CHN are still pushing forward, and still causing KOR problems. KOR head
forward and win a PC

SONG Qing Ling receives a YELLOW CARD from umpire GARNETT, which
giving KOR the chance to take control of the game

This time it is KOR's turn to defend - desperately. CHN are really going at them,
and TANG Chun Ling almost scores with a clever reverse stick deflection

KOR head forward and think that they have won a PC, but a free hit is awarded
just outside the circle, which CHN defend excellently

CHN look like they are starting to find their form, and KOR are struggling to
clear

The PC is blocked brilliantly not once but twice by LIM in the KOR goal
CHN have a free hit just outside the KOR circle, and win a penalty corner

CHN have started the second half with real intent, playing much further up the
field than in the first half. However, this leads to a KOR counter-attack, but CHN
survive

KOR are in search of another, but CHN are finding a little bit more room than



they were, which could mean trouble for KOR

** Goal: Seul Ki CHEON **
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A terrific drag-flick from Seul Ki CHEON, flying high into the roof of the net,
levels the scores

KOR - PC:

Still Korea press, but cannot get the breakthrough as MA Yi Bo marshals her
defence superbly.

Mi Hyun PARK wins another dangerous free hit for KOR, but CHN again
defend it well and head forward, forcing a superb save from Ju Yong LIM
Jung Hee KIM strikes a free hit from just outside the circle, but CHN continue to
defend very strongly

The game has really opened up. A CHN attack breaks down, and Jong Eun
KIM almost deflects into the goal from a cross from the left

MA Yi Bo sends a long aerial pass forward, but no CHN players can get onto it.
KOR are looking to build again down the right, but CHN clear

KOR want to get straight back and launch numerous attacks, but CHN are
defending well

** Goal: MA Yi Bo **
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A typical MA Yi Bo drag flick gives CHN the lead, completely against the run of
play

CHN are working their way back into the game, and have won a penalty corner
KOR - PC: SO nearly converted by Mi Seon KIM! KOR are definitely on top

Another strong attack from KOR, but Jong Eun KIM is judged to have fouled
before she can get her shot away

CHN start to look dangerous, but KOR come away with the ball. Seul Ki
CHEON has a good run towards the CHN circle, but is cut out. A high tempo
start to the match by both teams, but KOR seem to be on top at the moment

KOR are still on top in these early stages, but CHN are looking defensively
strong.

KOR immediately on the attack, winning a free hit just outside the circle. Jin
Kyoung KIM picks up the ball in the circle and attempts to shoot on her reverse
stick, but it is over the bar
